REQUIRED LANGUAGE FOR THE LOCAL UNITS BYLAWS (President and President-Elect) 
Below are the pounded (#) amendments that were approved by the Virginia PTA Voting Body during the July 2018 Annual Meeting. Please attach to your current bylaws, all pounded (#) amendments are required by Virginia PTA.

#Article 5. Membership and Dues
Section 12, Sub-Section b.  Membership dues shall be remitted to Virginia PTA at the Virginia PTA state office on or before November 1. Additional membership dues received after November 1 shall be remitted to Virginia PTA at the Virginia PTA state office on or before December 1. Membership dues received after December 1 shall be remitted to Virginia PTA at the Virginia PTA state office on or before March 1. Membership dues received after March 1 shall be remitted to Virginia PTA at the Virginia PTA state office on or before June 30.
Article 7: Duties of Officers 
#Section 4, Subsection j (only for President bylaws).  Remit by November 1 to the Virginia PTA state office, Virginia PTA and National PTA dues for membership received prior to November 1.  Remit by December 1, dues received after November 1. Remit by March 1, dues received after December 1. Remit by June 30, all Virginia PTA and National PTA dues received after March 1.
#Section 5 Subsection j (only for President-Elect’s bylaws). Remit by November 1 to the Virginia PTA state office, Virginia PTA and National PTA dues for membership received prior to November 1.  Remit by December 1, dues received after November 1. Remit by March 1, dues received after December 1. Remit by June 30, all Virginia PTA and National PTA dues received after March 1.

Article 8: Executive Committee
#Section 5: The executive committee shall reserve the right to vote on business via electronic vote. Only the president shall have the authority to call for an electronic vote and to establish the guidelines for that vote. The established quorum of the executive committee shall prevail. Voting results must be recorded in the minutes and ratified at the next executive committee meeting. 
#Section 6:  The executive committees may hold meetings by telephone conference or through other electronic communications media so long as all the members can simultaneously hear each other and participate during the meeting. Some or all of the members may participate electronically at a meeting held at a central location so long as all the members can simultaneously hear each other and participate during the meeting.

Article 6: Duties of Officers
#Section 3, Sub-Section b: The nominating committee shall consist of Insert number (should be an odd number) members who shall be elected by this council voting body at their regular general membership meeting at least sixty days (60) prior to the election of officers. No two members of the nominating committee shall be from the same Choose one (area, local unit, or magisterial area). The committee shall elect its own chairman.

Below are the pounded (#) amendments that were approved by the Virginia PTA Voting Body during the July 2018 Annual Meeting. Please attach to your current bylaws, all pounded (#) amendments are required by Virginia PTA.

Article 6: Officers and Their Election

#Section 3, Sub-Section b. The nominating committee shall consist of Insert number (should be an odd number)) members who shall be elected by the district voting body at the District General Membership meeting held at least 60 days prior to the District Annual Meeting at which an election will be held. No two members of the nominating committee shall be from the same city and/or county within the district, whenever possible. 

Article 8: Executive Committee
#Section 5. The executive committee shall reserve the right to vote on business via electronic vote. Only the district director shall have the authority to call for an electronic vote and to establish the guidelines for that vote. The established quorum of the executive committee shall prevail. Voting results must be recorded in the minutes and ratified at the next executive committee meeting.

The executive committees may hold meetings by telephone conference or through other electronic communications media so long as all the members can simultaneously hear each other and participate during the meeting. Some or all of the members may participate electronically at a meeting held at a central location so long as all the members can simultaneously hear each other and participate during the meeting.
